• Your unique membership number is printed on the back (please do not confuse with the card number which is printed 

on the front) 
 

• Quote your membership number when booking tee times by phone and when making renewals 
 

You may top up your card at any Centre till (excluding the Golf Shop) or via the Club Systems HDiD app. 
 

Benefits of keeping credit on your membership card: 
 

1.   Enter Medal or Stableford competitions (with a current handicap)  
 

2.   Receive discounts in Edwards Bar & Restaurant (usually 10% on food and drink purchased at the bar, excluding 

       confectionary and special offers)

4.   Members’ rates on range ball hire 
 

5.   Pay for green fees and hire items such as range balls and buggy hire 
 

 

Tee Time Booking System 
 

 

Members can book tee times up to 18 days in advance via the BGC website.  Tee times become available daily from 06.45.  

Online bookings generate automatic confirmation emails. 
 

Bookings can also be made in person or by phone, offering a 17-day advance window. 
 

Playing with Guests 
 

To invite non-member guests, book your tee time online and then contact Golf Reception to add your guests to the
